Request for Expression of Interest
1. This Request for Expressions of Interest (REOI) follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for the project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. 2455629 of April 11, 2008
2. The Republic of Liberia has received budgetary support from the Government of the Republic of Liberia and it  intends to apply part of the proceeds of this support to payments under the contract resulting from this REOI for a competent Auditing Firm, RFP No: GOL/LEITI/NCB/021/09.
3.   The Independent firm (“the firm”) to be recruited by the LEITI shall have the responsibility to investigate and          reconcile all unresolved discrepancies contained in the LEITI 1st Report covering the period July 1, 2007 up to and including June 30, 2008. The Report contains payments data provided by all forestry, mining, and oil companies operating in Liberia and the corresponding revenues data to be provided by the Ministry of Finance of Liberia and all other relevant agencies of the Government of Liberia. The specific scope of works and/or Terms of Reference of the Firm shall include:

 

a. To identify and specify the cause(s) for each discrepancy or variance in the first LEITI Report;

b. To request, receive and review all relevant documents substantiating every reported discrepant payment or receipt;

c. Based on the relevant documents received and the cause(s) of the discrepancies identified, to resolve each discrepancy by matching actual payment(s) and actual receipt(s) or stating why there cannot be a match between payment and revenue in any given case;

d. To produce a report showing (1) the causes of the unresolved discrepancies contained in the LEITI 1st Report, and (2) a schedule showing reconciliation of the aforesaid discrepancies;

e. To work with  companies and agencies of government concerned as well as civil society organizations involved with the LEITI process in order to ensure their participation and understanding of the causes of the discrepancies contained in their reports and the resolution thereof; and

f. To make any recommendation(s) for better reporting that minimizes discrepancies and enhance the credibility of LEITI Report(s).

g. The assignment is expected to be for a maximum of two man-week, with commencement in  December, 2009.  

h. The firm will be selected in accordance with Quality and Cost Based Qualifications method with the procedures set out in the Public Procurement and Concession Guideline.

Reporting Requirements

The reporting requirements of the firm shall consist of the followings:

1. A draft Report to be submitted to the Audit Committee of the LEITI MSG, and

2. A Final Report, which shall consider or reflect the comments of the LEITI MSG Audit Committee relative to the Draft Report.
